	Information Exchange

LTS: The review of CCB in Scotland was in draft and would be published in March. There would then be an opportunity to look at what the gaps are, in co-operation with CDAS, CLDMS etc.
A conference had been held on asset transfer and the role of Community Learning and Development. Notes would be published. 

Care Commission: would shortly be merging into Social Care and Social Work Improvement Scotland. Involving users and carers was seen as a key legacy issue.

Kathleen Taylor reported that Stirling is piloting a joint review of assets in communities. They felt that they had had some success in increasing understanding of Community Learning and Development in higher levels in the organisation. 
Scottish Community Development Network hoped to be able to call a meeting to revive the network within 3-4 months.

CLDMS was engaged in an ‘enhanced partnership programme’ with LTS building resources to help make the case for Community Learning and Development.
