CDAS members would shortly be receiving an invitation to respond to an online survey to help the Alliance start a strategic planning process.

SM, KT and TI reported on developments in local government, including large scale losses of staff through voluntary redundancy, but also examples of services having some protection because of their high profile in Community Planning.

AMcK reported that the Scottish Government would be issuing a Regeneration Policy Discussion Paper early in 2011, which he hoped would energise the debate on community-led regeneration.

Planning Aid Scotland reported on the launch of the In My Backyard programme for primary schools. 
SURF reported on a successful annual lecture and event on ‘creative approaches to regeneration’ and gave notice of an Annual Conference on 17 March 2011. 

IACD reported that the 2011 international conference would be in Lisbon 7-9 July and would look at links between positive psychology and community development.

PT drew attention to CLDMS’ pamphlet on ‘doing things differently’, making the case for investment in CLD. 

PT also drew attention to the Standards Council’s Competences Resource Pack and their forthcoming CLD Standards Council Conversations.

VM reported on the forthcoming ‘joining’ of LTS and HMIE as the Scottish Education Quality and Improvement Agency. He also described LTS’ forthcoming survey of community capacity building. A letter would be sent inviting all to assist in charting all forms of community capacity building in Scotland, followed by events in March and April. It was agreed that CDAS would offer close co-operation.

MS reported that the Scottish Budget had offered pain postponed for the Scottish voluntary sector. There was some good news e.g. on the Climate Challenge Fund and some bad e.g. on housing. 
FG reported on SCDC work: 

· The CHEX national conference and their work in leading a change process with other national intermediary bodies

· Work on asset based approaches to health and wellbeing leading to the possible creation of an Assets Alliance

· The high level of interest in the launch of VOiCE online

· The ACE programme, working with 50 emerging community organisations.
The progress in Scotland and the UK towards national measures of wellbeing was noted.
