Alex Linkston, former member of the Christie Commission on the Future of Public Services in Scotland gave a presentation on its findings and led a discussion (recorded separately) 

	3
	Information Exchange

Alasdair McKinlay confirmed that consultations on a Community Empowerment and Renewal Bill would look not only at property issues but also at community engagement and community capacity building. However the end product must be legislation that works. From now to the end of the year stakeholders would be encouraged to work up wide ranging ideas. The process might take 18-24 months. CDAS would be invited to assist.
Education Scotland was looking at how to build on the earlier work on upskilling the CLD workforce.
Oxfam and a consortium of voluntary organisations had briefed MSPs on the need for a refresh of the National Performance Framework which would recognise that economic growth is only one route to wellbeing. It was agreed that CDAS should endorse the joint statement. 

The Chartered Institute of Housing had welcomed the Scottish Government’s Innovation Fund, but noted that it was allocated through a bidding process rather than offering a national programme. The drafrt of the Scottish Social Housing Charter had been produced. 

Stirling Council was developing a strategic engagement policy.

CLDMS had published a report on changes tom budgets and structures in CLD; and with Education Scotland had supported a consultant’s report on how evidence of impact is gathered and used.

EHRC was supporting Independent Living in Scotland which was looking at co-production and self-directed care, and an enquiry into harassment of disabled people. 

SURF drew attention to its annual dinner and awards, 8/12; to work with JRF and Scottish Government on community empowerment and assets; to cross border research on the role of the state in community empowerment. Andy noted that the Scottish Government regeneration statement was expected by the end of the year. 

Fiona Ballantyne reported that the Scottish Community Development Network hoped to be able to announce an AGM and a rebuilt website soon. 

SCDC was still exploring the best way to support asset based approaches to health improvement. Publications were forthcoming on:

· A guide to sustainable community organisations

· A guide to community-led research

· A measurement framework for community capacity building .
