Alasdair McKinlay, Regeneration and Commonwealth Games Section, Scottish Government gave a short briefing on community empowerment policy and Linda Gillespie of Development Trusts Association Scotland (later joined by Ian Cooke) led a discussion on Community Asset Transfer (both recorded separately) 
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	Information Exchange

CHEX: Is supporting both the Healthy Living Centres Alliance and the Communities for Health Advisory Group, which are merging

SURF: Nominations for SURF Awards open next week

SCVO is working on community assets, holding a round table on the third sector approach to these. The allocation of ‘dormant bank accounts’ funds that has been made available is disappointing. SCVO is seeking a strategic partnership with the Scottish Government  

Planning Aid Scotland is mentoring 12 projects on change of use issues involved in asset transfer (the programme is oversubscribed)

LTS: Information from the LTS conference on asset transfer earlier in the year is available on their blog.

CDAS would be holding two Open Forums on community capacity building along with LTS (Education Scotland) and SCDC
Community Learning and Development Managers Scotland had carried out a survey of the budgets, structures and priorities set for CLD in local authorities in 2011/12

Linked Work and Training Trust mentioned its work offering a range of pathways into CLD for people without qualifications. It had just finished working on the Better Community Engagement programme for the Scottish Government   and the resultant practical tools would be made available soon

EHRC is carrying out a consultation on its strategic aims. It is providing guidance on the new public sector equality duties, and hosts Independent Living Scotland. Its ‘Good Relations Agenda’ requires it to support community engagement. 
SCDC:
· Was about to launch Phase 2 of the ‘Achieving Community Empowerment’ programme, working with further  local organisations

· Was supporting the development of a number of local community capacity building strategies for LTS, including the piloting of the SCORE tool

· Was negotiating with the NHS over the future role of an Assets Alliance

· Was one of the groups supporting the Scottish Coproduction Practitioners Network. Members were encouraged to consider joining
